Recipe Corner 

Apology for last week’s recipe for 
pickled Northern Pike? 

Beer Batter 
Walleye (or other fish) fillets 

1 cup flour 
2 teaspoons salt 

1 teaspoon garlic salt 
1 teaspoon lemon pepper 

1 teaspoon baking powder 
1 cup beer 

1 or 2 eggs, as desired 
 

Directions 
Combine eggs and beer, then mix 

in dry ingredients. Batter is too 
thick if it sticks to a finger without 
dripping slightly, too thin if it runs 

off altogether. Adjust in either 
case by adding more beer or more 
flour. Important: Dry the fish on 
paper towels so the batter sticks 
to them. Dip fish in batter. Deep 

fry until golden brown (either in a 
deep fryer or deep skillet). Batter 
won't spoil and can be reused if 

refrigerated. The next day, it 
won't look very good; just stir it, 
again adding more beer or flour.
