Recipe Corner 
Wild Rice Casserole 

 
one cup wild rice 
three cups water 

dash of salt 
Cook rice (covered pan) until 

almost tender (about 45 
minutes). While it’s boiling: 

Frying pan for 
-½ cup chopped green onions 

(include stalk for color) 
-½ cup butter (one stick) 

Low heat; melt butter and let 
onions simmer while melting. 

Almost cooked wild rice in large 
bowl including about one cup of 
the water it boiled in. Add more 
water if not a full cup from the 

rice. Then fold in: 
-one 16 ounce can diced           
tomatoes including juices 

-one small can mushrooms 
(pieces and stems) drained 
-one cup shredded cheese 

Add melted butter and onions 
and continue to fold together. 

Spray two quart casserole dish. 
Put mixture in the dish and     

cover. Bake at 350 degrees for 
about one hour. I measured out 
four individual dishes and froze 

before cooking. Thaw overnight.
